Minutes

The minutes of the October 12, 2021, regular meeting was read and approved on a motion made by
Mayor Zerr and a second by Commissioner Erwin. Motion carried 3-0.

Trash Exemption

Applications for Trash Exemption at 1201 Pine and 433 Queen were presented to the Commissioners.
Mayor Zerr made the motion to approve the exemptions. Erwin seconded the motion. Motion carried
3-0.

Ken Eland, City Attorney, entered the meeting at 6:10 p.m.

Holiday Bonuses

Erwin made a motion to pay $125.00 to all employees and Commissioners as a holiday bonus. Mayor
Zerr seconded the motion.

Washburn informed the Commissioners that Wes Bainter had asked about putting alleys in Sunrise
Addition.
